In establishing the position
which | have assumed, it is proper that | should advert to the circumstances under which the constitution was
framed and the government established, in order to a clear understanding of the objects designed to be
accomplished by those who originated and organized it. We are assembled here to day, under the provisions of
a constitution professing to have been framed by the representative of the people, by the authority of the
people, for the benefit of the people, and adopted by them as the organic law of the State. Then the question
arises, did those who framed the constitution under the provisions of which the Senate is now in session, have
the right to set up a government for their mutual and equal protection and benefit? Those who arc at all
familiar with the history of the government of North-Carolina, will recollect that...
